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The Economic Base of Rio Arriba County, New Mexico
Introduction
This report is one of 35 economic base studies prepared by the Office of Policy Analysis at
NMSUG6s Arrowhead Center. Of the 35 reports, 33
There are separate reports for the Albuquerque Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA), and the State of New
Mexico. New Mexico has three additional MSAs (Las Cruces, Santa Fe and Farmington) but each of these
are single county MSAs and separate reports for these MSAs were not prepared. All 35 reports may be

An economic base study is a descriptive tool used to analyze the composition of local economic
activity. Economic base studies are often conducted to help guide local economic development activities
and to help economic development officials make decisions such as what type of firms they should
attempt to attract to local areas. Economic base studies can also help local and regional businesses
better understand local and export product markets.

The specific purposes of economic base studies include:

Understanding regional economic growth
Making short and long term forecasts
Identifying potential growth sectors
Identifying potential problem areas

According to economic base theory, economic development depends on industries that export
goods and services out of the region (basic industries), as opposed to those businesses whose services
remain local (non-basic). Basic activitiesd often said to include mining, agriculture, tourism, and
manufacturing, among other sectorsé promote economic growth by bringing jobs and income into the

local economy. Non-basic activities do not drive the economy in the same way that basic activities do.
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Non-basic activities serve local residents and provide support for basic industries. Examples of non-basic
industries typically include activities such as health care, finance, and real estate.
An industry classified as basic in one region may easily be identified as non-basic in another

region. One common means of identifying local basic activity is through the use of location quotients

(LQs). LQsar e calcul ated as a single industryés percent ¢f

industry may be calculated as follows:

LQ = (Employment in industry j in NM / total employment in NM)
Divided by
(Employment in industry j in US / total employment in US)

The LQ serves to illustrate the relative importance of that sector locally as compared to the state
or national economy. In this report LQs are calculated for industries within Rio Arriba County with
national employment serving as the basis for comparison (Table 2). LQs using New Mexico employment
as the basis of comparison are included (Table 3) for those readers who may wish to examine the state
based LQs. No analysis or other reference to the state based LQs is included in this report.

An LQ greater than 1.0 indicates that a particular industry employs proportionately more workers
locally than it does at the national level. Conversely, an LQ of less than 1.0 signifies that the industry of
note employs fewer workers locally as compared to the state or national average. In this report, an LQ >
1.0 combined with judgment about the structure of the local economy is used to identify basic industries.

A common criticism of economic base studies and the LQ approach to identifying basic industries
is that the LQs often change over time. In this report, LQs are described for the most recent year for
which data are available and the four years preceding (2003-2007).

The data used in this report are from the U.S. Department of Commerce, Bureau of Economic

Analysis, Regional Economic Information System (BEA). The data are available at: www.bea.gov.
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Rio Arriba County, New Mexico
Rio Arriba County is located in north western New Mexico and contains 5,858 square miles, or

4.83 percent of the land area in New Mexico. The population of Rio Arriba County in 2007 was 40,707

Per capita personal income in Rio Arriba County in 2007 was $24,053 (see Figure 1). In terms of
per capita income, Rio Arriba County ranked twenty-firsti n t he st at e. R0O7 @er dapita i b a
income was 78.3 percent of the corresponding state figure ($30,706), and 62.3 percent of the national
average ($38,615). The growth rate of per capita income in Rio Arriba County in the 2003 to 2007 time
period (16 percent) has been substantially lower than that of both New Mexico (23.1 percent) and the

nation (19.1 percent).

Figure 1: Per Capita Income in 2007
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Total employment in Rio Arriba County in 2007 was 18,047. Total employment in Rio Arriba
County decreased .29 percent between 2003 and 2007 & a rate of growth lower than that of the state

(10.1 percent), but higher than that of the nations (8.0 percent). The Rio Arriba County employment to
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population ratio was 0.443 in 2007. Ne w Me X00¢ emplsyment to population ratio was 0.568 and

The private sector employed 63.9 percent of all workers in Rio Arriba County in 2007, while
government and government enterprises accounted for 29.3 percent, and farm employment accounted
for 6.8 percent of the total. The industries with the highest percentages of total employment included
heath care and social assistance (12.5 percent of total employment), retail trade (10.7 percent of total
employment), and construction (7.09 percent of total employment). Local government was the largest
employer in the public sector, at 21.8 percent of total employment, while federal/civilian, military, and
state employment accounted for 2.2 percent, 0.6 percent, and 4.9 percent of the total, respectively. Rio

Arriba County employment by sector is displayed in Table 1.

Basic and Non-Basic Industries in Rio Arriba County, New Mexico

Table 2 contains Location Quotients for Rio Arriba County from 2003 to 2007 calculated using
data for the United States as the basis of comparison. An LQ greater than 1.0 qualifies an industry for
consideration as a basic industry. Industries with LQs very near to 1.0 as well as industries such as local
government and construction that typically support the local economy rather than export goods and
services outside the region are not included here as basic industries.

The importance of agriculture and related industries to the economic base of Rio Arriba County is
obvious in Table 2, in which those sectors with an LQ greater than 1 have been shaded. The LQ for farm
proprietors was 5.62 and has exceeded 4.9 in all five years considered, while the LQ for farm employees
was 4.34 in 2007 and has been greater than 3.6 in all five years considered. Forestry, fishing, and
related activities, with an LQ of 1.22 in 2007 and LQs higher than 1.0 in all five years considered, should
also be considered as a basic sector. In combination, these sectors accounted for 2,534 in 2007.

Mining can also be considered a basic economic activity in Rio Arriba County. The mining sector
had an LQ of 1.36 in 2007, and LQs higher than 1.3 in all five years considered, reflecting the importance

of pumice mining, especially in the Guaje Canyon Mine and the El Cajete Mine, both located in the Jemez




Mountains, southwest of Espafiola. In 2007 the mining industry accounted for 134 total jobs in Rio Arriba
County.

Health care and social assistance had a large LQ of 1.24 in 2007, as well as LQs greater than 1.0
in all five years considered. Thesel ar ge LQs reflect the empl oyment

centers, Los Alamos Medical Center and Espafiola Hospital, both located in Espafiola. Though the health

care and social assistance is often categorizedasanon-basi ¢ i ndustry, consider

importance in serving several neighboring counties, this sector has been included as part of the economic
base of Rio Arriba County.

Arts, entertainment, and recreation can also be considered a basic economic activity in Rio Arriba
County. This sector had an LQ of 1.09 in 2007, and LQs exceeding 1.14 in all five years considered,
reflecting the substantial artist community in and around Espafola. In addition, Rio Arriba County is
home to Heron Lake State Park, Vado Lake State Park and numerous attractions in and around Chama
including the Cumbres and Toltec Scenic Railroad. Because this attracts tourists from nearby Santa Fe
and Taos counties, the arts, entertainment, and recreation industry is considered a basic economic sector
for this analysis.

Other sectors with LQs above 1.0 in 2006 were utilities (1.91), and construction (1.05).
Nevertheless, these industries in Rio Arriba County are probably best viewed as non-basic or support
industries.

The entry labeled government and government enterprises is not a separate industry but merely
the sum of the other government categories. All government sectors, with the exception of military
employment, had LQs greater than 1.0 in 2007. Federal civilian employment had an LQ of 1.28 in 2007,
and LQs exceeding 1.2 in all five years considered, reflecting the employment base of the East Rio Arriba
Soil and Water Conservation District Office and the U.S. Rural Development Office, as well as Bandelier
National Monument. State government had an LQ of 1.71 in 2007, and LQs greater than 1.5 in all five
years considered, reflecting the employment base of the New Mexico State Police, District Eleven, and the

New Mexico Environmental Improvement Office, both located in Espafiola. Hence, for this analysis,
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federal civilian and state government employment are both considered basic economic activities. Local

government had an LQ of 2.77 in 2007, but is still probably best considered a non-basic economic sector.

In brief, the data and analysis suggest that the following industries should be considered basic
industries in Rio Arriba County:

1. Agriculture and related industries, including 1,178 farm proprietors, 1,233 farm employees,
and 123 jobs in the forestry, fishing, and related activities sector, for a total of 2,534 jobs in 2007.

2. Mining, which accounted for 134 total jobs in 2007.

3. Health care and social assistance, which accounted for 2,250 total jobs in 2007.

4. Arts, entertainment, and recreation, which accounted for 405 total jobs in 2007.

5. Federal civilian employment, which accounted for 364 total jobs in 2007.

6. State government employment, which accounted for 886 total jobs in 2007.

It is common in economic base studies to calculate what is known as an export-base multiplier.
This multiplier is obtained by dividing total employment by basic sector employment. In the case of Rio
Arriba County the multiplier = 18,047/6,573 = 2.75. This ratio suggests that the addition of each basic
sector job in Rio Arriba County would be associated with an additional 2.75 non-basic sector jobs.
Caution in the interpretation of this multiplier is appropriate. This ratio may or may not apply in future
years. Further, since farm proprietors have been included in the basic sector, it should be pointed out
that farm proprietors often have more than one occup

The export base multiplier (2.75) calculated above reinforces the importance of basic (exporting)
industries to the Rio Arriba County economy. Local economic development policy actions such as the
creation of industrial parks, tax abatement and financing, and workforce development projects are often
used by | ocal ¢ ommu n isecbnersic base. Thexappaopridte mix of sucheaides is
often a result of public and private sector interaction in the context of the development of a community

economic development plan.




Summary of Changes from Prior Year

This document has been revised to reflect new data figures obtained from the BEA
(www.bea.gov) for the 2007 year. The following are significant changes for the state of New Mexico for
the years preceding 2007.

Rio Arriba County6 population in 2007 was 40,707 and comprises 2.07 percent of the state total.
The town of Espafiola, with a population estimated by the U.S. Census Bureau to be 9,549 in 2007,
contained 23.5 percentof Ri o Ar r i ba C ®arcapity fessong imgoruel imRioiAmwilva . County

in 2007 was $24,053, slightly increasing from $23,432 in 2006...

The importance of agriculture and related industries to the economic base of Rio Arriba County is
apparent. The LQ for farm proprietors was 5.62 and has exceeded 4.9 in every year since 2003, while the
LQ for farm employees was 4.34 in 2007 and has been greater than 3.6 in every year since 2003.
Forestry, fishing, and related activities, with an LQ of 1.22 in 2007 and LQs higher than 1.0 in every year
since 2003, should also be considered as a basic sector. None of the industries listed above experience
significant c¢ h alimgng &n dlsobetcdnsdered a ba@desonomic activity in Rio Arriba
County. The mining sector had an LQ of 1.36 in 2007, a drop from 2.11 in 2006, and had LQs higher
than 1.3 in all years considered. Health care and social assistance had a large LQ of 1.24 in 2007, but did
not change from the previous year. Arts, entertainment, and recreation can also be considered a basic
economic activity in Rio Arriba County. This sector had an LQ of 1.09 in 2007, a decrease from 1.15 in

2006.

All government sectors, with the exception of military employment, had LQs greater than 1.0 in
2007. Federal civilian employment had an LQ of 1.31 in 2007, with little change from the previous year,

and State government had an LQ of 1.71 in 2007, a slight decrease from 1.77 in 2006.
